Then share any specific events from your past that have either helped you 
feel this way or hindered you from seeing yourself as God’s masterpiece. 

3. What would be two “good works” that you think God wants to achieve 
through you? 

4. God has given each of us a unique “SHAPE” for life and desires for us to use 
it to make a difference for him on earth. Describe with the group how this 
statement should affect the body of Christ. 

5. When you think of each aspect of your “SHAPE”, how well is each area 
being expressed/used to honor Jesus and serve others? To what degree 
would you agree with each statement below? 

 My unique God-given personal purpose & mission in life is clear to me. 

 S – I know my spiritual gifts and they are being expressed. 

 H – My passions are being utilized for Jesus’ glory. 

 A – My natural abilities are being used to serve others. 

 P – My personality is helping me serve others. 

 E – My purpose capitalizes on many of my experiences.

 The special way that God wired you to navigate life and interact 
 with others as you seek to fulfill your unique God-given purpose. 

      EXPERIENCES 

 Parts of your past—both positive and painful—which God intends 
 to use in great ways in the future.
