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Food for Thought… 
1. Recognizing God’s Hand in Trials: How does Joseph’s declaration in 

Genesis 45:5–8 (“God sent me before you to preserve life”) demonstrate his 
ability to see God’s purpose in his hardships? Reflect on a difficult situation 
in your life. How can trusting God’s sovereignty, as Joseph did, help you find 
purpose in your pain?  

2. Forgiveness Through Faith: Read Ephesians 4:32 and Colossians 3:13. 
How do these verses illuminate Joseph’s forgiveness of his brothers in 
Genesis 45:14–15? Consider someone you struggle to forgive. How can 
growing in your walk with Jesus, as Joseph did, enable you to extend grace 
to them?

3. Seeking God’s Guidance: In Genesis 46:1-3, Jacob pauses at Beersheba to 
seek God’s will before moving to Egypt. Why was this step crucial, and how 
did God’s response shape his decision? Journal about a current decision you 
face. How can you intentionally seek God’s guidance through prayer or 
Scripture to trust him more?  

4. Courageous Obedience: Compare Joshua 1:9 and Hebrews 11:8 with 
Jacob’s bold move to Egypt in Genesis 46:5–7. How do these scriptures 
highlight the courage required to obey God’s call? Identify a step of 
obedience God may be calling you to take (e.g., serving, sharing faith). What 
fears must you overcome, and how can trust in God’s presence help?
