Food for Thought… 
1. God is Preparing the Way: In Matthew 9:35, Jesus goes through towns 

and villages, teaching, proclaiming the gospel, and healing, preparing hearts 
for the kingdom. How does Jesus’ ministry in this passage demonstrate God 
preparing the way for his message? Reflect on a time in your life when you 
sensed God preparing the way for you to receive or share his truth. How can 
you be attentive to the ways God is preparing opportunities for you to 
engage in his work today? 

2. The idea of God preparing the way is seen in Jesus’ ministry to the crowds in 
Matthew 9:35–38, where he meets both spiritual and physical needs. Read 
John 4:34–38 and compare it with Matthew 9:37–38. How do these 
passages together illustrate God’s preparation of hearts for the gospel? 
Reflect on how Jesus’ example of meeting people where they are can guide 
you in preparing the way for others to encounter God.

5. Walking with God: In Matthew 9:37–38, Jesus calls his disciples to pray for 
laborers, inviting them to participate in God’s mission. What does this 
passage suggest about the relationship between walking with God and 
actively engaging in his work? How can prayer for laborers deepen your own 
walk with God? 
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
